PAYMENT OF FEES

1. The fees must be paid 4 weeks before the course begins.  We cannot guarantee to hold a place or to keep your first choice of accommodation unless fees are paid promptly.
2. Course fees do not include examination fees, and if you intend to take exams you will need extra money to pay for them. 

3. You must write your name on all bank transfer documents. If you are paying by bank transfer, please send us a copy of the bank transfer documents with the registration form. 
4. CELT is not responsible for your bank charges.

LONG-STAY PROGRAMMES
1-2 month programmes: These must be paid in full at latest 6 weeks before start of course.

3 – 6  month courses may be paid in 2 instalments - 1st payment of 70% of fees to be paid at latest 6 weeks before start of course; 2nd payment of 30% to be paid at latest after week 10.

7-12 month courses may be paid in a maximum of 2 instalments. 

1st payment of 60% of fees to be paid at latest 4 weeks before start of course; 1 further instalment of 40% to be paid at latest before Christmas.
EXAM ENTRANCE

Candidates for all exams including Cambridge and IELTS among others, must bring valid passports for exam entry.

COURSE ARRANGEMENTS

CELT reserves the right to change course arrangements and fees if necessary. Once the course has started, we reserve the right to move you to another class more appropriate to your language level. All courses run subject to demand.

GREEK OFFICIAL HOLIDAYS

There is no teaching on these days. Additional free activities will be offered on public holidays and extra teaching hours will, where possible, be added on normal working days to compensate for any reduction in course hours.

RULES
