	9. CONDITIONS & TERMS OF ENROLMENT  


PAYMENT OF FEES 

1. CELT ATHENS reserves the right to increase course fees or cancel a course at any time.
2. Candidates who have not paid their fees by the due date will not be allowed to commence a course 
3. You must write your name on all bank transfer documents. If you are paying by bank transfer, please send us a copy of the bank transfer documents with the registration form. 
4. CELT is not responsible for your bank charges.

PAYMENT OF DELTA TUITION
8-16 month courses may be paid in a maximum of 7 instalments. 

Deposits to secure your place on the course must be paid at the latest 4 weeks before the start of the course. The remainder of the payments should be paid by the 5th day of each calendar month of the course.
EXAM ENTRANCE

Candidates for all exams others, must bring along their ID or a valid passport for exam entry.  Course fees do not include examination fees, and if you intend to take exams you will need extra money to pay for them. 
COURSE ARRANGEMENTS

CELT reserves the right to change course arrangements and fees if necessary. All courses run subject on demand.

GREEK OFFICIAL HOLIDAYS

Course hours will not be reduced due to these holidays. 

RULES

CELT has a set of rules which apply to behaviour in the Centres, and in accommodation arranged by the Centre. OVERSEAS STUDENTS & VISA ISSUING

Nationals of Australia, Canada, all EU countries, Israel, Japan, New Zealand, Norway, Iceland, Switzerland and the USA can stay and study in Greece for up to three months without a visa (90 days).

CANCELLATION POLICY

If you cancel your period of study more than 14 days before the start  you must pay a cancellation fee of €300.

Less than 14 days before the start – you must pay the equivalent of one month’s PT tuition (and your accommodation if an arrangement has been made for you by the centre).

EARLY DEPARTURE POLICY 
If you leave before the end of your period of study any refund is at the discretion of the centre. 

Candidates who withdraw from a course due to sudden illness or personal problems will be given the opportunity to re-enrol in a later course, provided there is a vacancy

The course is demanding and sometimes stressful. Candidates who withdraw after the beginning of the course, giving stress-related conditions as a reason, will not be offered a refund of their course fees.
Candidates who withdraw from the course due to health problems or disabilities for which the centre was not notified prior to the course start, are not entitled to a refund and it is upon the centre’s discretion to offer them a place on a later course – each case to be examined separately and upon its own merits.  
Full course fees will be refunded only if CELT ATHENS cancels a course.
EXAMINATION ENTRIES 

CELT Athens reserves the right to bar a candidate from their final assessment for a course they have attended if one or more of the following conditions are not met:

a. The candidate's internal assessment is incomplete.

b. The candidate's internal assessment is below pass level.

c. The candidate has not fully paid up course fees.

d. The candidate has attended the required percentage of the  course

RESULTS & REFERRALS
DELTA candidates who fail one or more parts of the assessment will be supported by the centre in order to submit or resubmit assignments. The following charges will be made for the different assessment components:
a. Module I (written exam practice)

b. Module II (referral assignment) 

€ 300

c. Module III (extended assignment) 

€ 500

If candidates wish to request for a detailed examination report, the fees to Cambridge ESOL are their sole responsibility  

MARKING & TUTORIAL SUPPORT BEYOND COURSE DATES

If for any reason, candidates are not able complete and submit  any of their assignments for marking during the course, the same charges apply to them as for referrals. This does not include Module III assignment which is completed beyond attendance dates of intensive courses. Candidates are charged extra only if they do not submit within the deadlines specified by the centre.
